DREDGING

On cr about January 23, 2006, emergency dredging of the Pierpont Basin
which provides vessel access between the Ventura Harbor and the Ventura
Keys, as well as the connecting channel (the large basin) within the Keys,
will commence. The hydraulic dredging operation will utilize the 26 in.
suction dredge “H.R. Morris”. The operation will operate 24 hours per day
through Saturday, January 28, 2006, or Sunday, January 29, 2006. The
dredge is relatively quiet for a large dredge, but the workboats associated
with the operation are not and we therefore ask for your indulgence during
this period.

We also ask for your cooperation in briefly relocating your vessel when the
dredge is anywhere near your dock area. This will enable the contractor to
accomplish a more thorough drédging in the water area adjacent to your
dock and avoid any potential damage to your vessel.

During the hours of operation, vessel passage through the Stub Channel
may be delayed at times. We apologize for the inconvenience, but the
dredging is necessary o assure the continuing navigational safety of the
waterways.

The dredging equipment will monitor channels 16 and 76. On any given
day during the operation should you wish to determine more precisely
when vessel passage through the Stub Channel will be possible, you can
check with the Harbor Patrol at (805) 642-8618, or call the dredge operator
at the channels noted above.
